AMENDMENTS TO THE TREATY ON EUROPEAN UNION AND TO THE TREATY

ESTABLISHING THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITY

Article 1

The Treaty on European Union shall be amended in accordance with the provisions of this Article.

PREAMBLE

1) The preamble shall be amended as follows:

GENERAL PROVISIONS

The Union shall be founded on the present Treaty and on the Treaty on the Functioning
of the European Union (hereinafter referred th@dJreaties ).

The following Article 1a shall be inserted:

Article 1a

The Union is founded on the values of respect for human dignity, freedom, democit
equality, the rule of law and respect for human rights, including the rights of persons belon
to minorities. These values are common to the Member States in a society in which plure
non-discrimination, tolerance, justice, solidarity and equality between women and |
prevail.

Article 2 shall be replaced by the following:

Article 2
1. The Union's aim is to promote peace, its values and the well-being of its peoples
2. The Union shall offer its citizens an area of freedom, security and justice with

internal frontiers, in which the free movement of persons is ensured in conjunction w
appropriate measures with respect to external border controls, asylum, immigration anc
prevention and combating of crime.

3. The Union shall establish an internal market. It shall work for the sustaina
development of Europe based on balanced economic growth and price stability, a h
competitive social market economy, aiming at full employment and social progress, and a
level of protection and improvement of the quality of the environment. It shall promc
scientific and technological advance.

It shall combat social exclusion and discrimination, and shall promote social justice
protection, equality between women and men, solidarity between generations and prote
of the rights of the child.

It shall promote economic, social and territorial cohesion, and solidarity amc
Member States.

It shall respect its rich cultural and linguistic diversity, and shall ensure that Europe's cu
heritage is safeguarded and enhanced.

4. The Union shall establish an economic and monetary union whose currency is the ¢

5. In its relations with the wider world, the Union shall uphold and promote its values &
interests and contribute to the protection of its citizens. It shall contribute to peace, secl
the sustainable development of the Earth, solidarity and mutual respect among people:
and fair trade, eradication of poverty and the protection of human rights, in particular
rights of the child, as well as to the strict observance and the development of internationa
including respect for the principles of the United Nations Charter.

6. The Union shall pursue its objectives by appropriate means commensurate witt
competences which are conferred upon it in the Treaties. .

Article 3 shall be repealed, and the following Article 3a shall be inserted:

Article 3a

1. In accordance with Article 3b, competences not conferred upon the Union in the
Treaties remain with the Member States.

2. The Union shall respect the equality of Member States before the Treaties as well as the
national identities, inherent in their fundamental structures, political and constitutional,
inclusive of regional and local self-government. It shall respect their essential State function:
including ensuring the territorial integrity of the State, maintaining law and order and
safeguarding national security. In particular, national security remains the sole responsibility o
each Member State.

3. Pursuant to the principle of sincere cooperation, the Union and the Member States shall
in full mutual respect, assist each other in carrying out tasks which flow from the Treaties.

The Member States shall take any appropriate measure, general or particular, to ensul
fulfilment of the obligations arising out of the Treaties or resulting from the acts of the
institutions of the Union.

The Member States shall facilitate the achievement of the Union's tasks and refrain from an
measure which could jeopardise the attainment of the Union's objectives.

The following Article 3b shall be inserted, replacing Article 5 of the Treaty establishing the
European Community:

Article 3b

1. The limits of Union competences are governed by the principle of conferral. The use of
Union competences is governed by the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality.

2. Under the principle of conferral, the Union shall act only within the limits of the
competences conferred upon it by the Member States in the Treaties to attain the objectives s
out therein. Competences not conferred upon the Union in the Treaties remain with the
Member States.

3. Under the principle of subsidiarity, in areas which do not fall within its exclusive
competence, the Union shall act only if and insofar as the objectives of the proposed actior
cannot be sufficiently achieved by the Member States, either at central level or at regional an
local level, but can rather, by reason of the scale or effects of the proposed action, be bette
achieved at Union level.

The institutions of the Union shall apply the principle of subsidiarity as laid down in the
Protocol on the application of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality. National
Parliaments ensure compliance with the principle of subsidiarity in accordance with the
procedure set out in that Protocol.

4. Under the principle of proportionality, the content and form of Union action shall not
exceed what is necessary to achieve the objectives of the Treaties.

The institutions of the Union shall apply the principle of proportionality as laid down in t
Protocol on the application of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality. .

Articles 4 and 5 shall be repealed.
Article 6 shall be replaced by the following:

Article 6

1. The Union recognises the rights, freedoms and principles set out in the Charte
Fundamental Rights of the European Union of 7 December 2000, as adapted at Strasbou
12 December 2007, which shall have the same legal value as the Treaties.

The provisions of the Charter shall not extend in any way the competences of the Unic
defined in the Treaties.

The rights, freedoms and principles in the Charter shall be interpreted in accordance wit
general provisions in Title VII of the Charter governing its interpretation and application
with due regard to the explanations referred to in the Charter, that set out the sources of
provisions.

2. The Union shall accede to the European Convention for the Protection of Human Ri
and Fundamental Freedoms. Such accession shall not affect the Union's competences as
in the Treaties.

3. Fundamental rights, as guaranteed by the European Convention for the Protecti
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and as they result from the constitutional trad
common to the Member States, shall constitute general principles of the Union's law.

Article 7 shall be amended as follows:

(d) paragraphs 5 and 6 shall be replaced by the following:

5. The voting arrangements applying to the European Parliament, the European
Council and the Council for the purposes of this Article are laid down in Article 309 of
the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union.

The following new Article 7a shall be inserted:

Article 7a

1. The Union shall develop a special relationship with neighbouring countries, aiming to
establish an area of prosperity and good neighbourliness, founded on the values of the Uniol
and characterised by close and peaceful relations based on cooperation.

2. For the purposes of paragraph 1, the Union may conclude specific agreements with the
countries concerned. These agreements may contain reciprocal rights and obligations as well
the possibility of undertaking activities jointly. Their implementation shall be the subject of

periodic consultation. .

The provisions of Title Il shall be incorporated into the Treaty establishing the European
Community, as amended elsewhere, which shall become the Treaty on the Functioning of th
European Union.

DEMOCRATIC PRINCIPLES

Title 1l and Article 8 shall be replaced by the following new heading and new Articles 8 to 8 C:

TITLE I
PROVISIONS ON DEMOCRATIC PRINCIPLES

Article 8

In all its activities, the Union shall observe the principle of the equality of its citizens, who shall
receive equal attention from its institutions, bodies, offices and agencies. Every national of
Member State shall be a citizen of the Union. Citizenship of the Union shall be additional to
national citizenship and shall not replace it.

Article 8 A
1. The functioning of the Union shall be founded on representative democracy.
2. Citizens are directly represented at Union level in the European Parliament.

Member States are represented in the European Council by their Heads of State or Governme
and in the Council by their governments, themselves democratically accountable either to thei
national Parliaments, or to their citizens.
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3. Every citizen shall have the right to participate in the democratic life of the Uni
Decisions shall be taken as openly and as closely as possible to the citizen.

4. Political parties at European level contribute to forming European political aware
and to expressing the will of citizens of the Union.

Article 8 B

1. The institutions shall, by appropriate means, give citizens and represent:
associations the opportunity to make known and publicly exchange their views in all a
of Union action.

2. The institutions shall maintain an open, transparent and regular dialogue v
representative associations and civil society.

3. The European Commission shall carry out broad consultations with parties conce
in order to ensure that the Union's actions are coherent and transparent.

4. Not less than one million citizens who are nationals of a significant number
Member States may take the initiative of inviting the European Commission, within
framework of its powers, to submit any appropriate proposal on matters where citiz
consider that a legal act of the Union is required for the purpose of implementing the Tree

The procedures and conditions required for such a citizens' initiative shall be determin
accordance with the first paragraph of Article 21 of the Treaty on the Functioning of
European Union.

Article 8 C

National Parliaments contribute actively to the good functioning of the Union:

(a) through being informed by the institutions of the Union and having draft legislative act
the Union forwarded to them in accordance with the Protocol on the role of natior
Parliaments in the European Union;

(b) by seeing to it that the principle of subsidiarity is respected in accordance with
procedures provided for in the Protocol on the application of the principles of subsidia
and proportionality;

(c) by taking part, within the framework of the area of freedom, security and justice, in
evaluation mechanisms for the implementation of the Union policies in that area,
accordance with Article 61 C of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union,
through being involved in the political monitoring of Europol and the evaluation
Eurojust's activities in accordance with Articles 69 G and 69 D of that Treaty;

(d) by taking part in the revision procedures of the Treaties, in accordance with Article 4
this Treaty;
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(e) by being notified of applications for accession to the Union, in accordance with Article 49
of this Treaty;

(H by taking part in the inter-parliamentary cooperation between national Parliaments and
with the European Parliament, in accordance with the Protocol on the role of national
Parliaments in the European Union.

TITLE 1l
PROVISIONS ON THE INSTITUTIONS

Article 9 shall be replaced by the following:

Article 9

1. The Union shall have an institutional framework which shall aim to promote its values,
advance its objectives, serve its interests, those of its citizens and those of the Member Stat
and ensure the consistency, effectiveness and continuity of its policies and actions.
The Union's institutions shall be:

the European Parliament,

the European Council,

the Council,

the European Commission (hereinafter referred teeaSommission ),

the Court of Justice of the European Union,

the European Central Bank,

the Court of Auditors.

2. Each institution shall act within the limits of the powers conferred on it in the Treaties,
and in conformity with the procedures, conditions and objectives set out in them. The
institutions shall practice mutual sincere cooperation.

3. The provisions relating to the European Central Bank and the Court of Auditors and
detailed provisions on the other institutions are set out in the Treaty on the Functioning of the
European Union.

4. The European Parliament, the Council and the Commission shall be assisted by al
Economic and Social Committee and a Committee of the Regions acting in an advisory
capacity.

1. The European Parliament shall, jointly with the Council, exercise legislative
budgetary functions. It shall exercise functions of political control and consultation as
down in the Treaties. It shall elect the President of the Commission.

2. The European Parliament shall be composed of representatives of the Union's cit
They shall not exceed seven hundred and fifty in number, plus the President. Representa
citizens shall be degressively proportional, with a minimum threshold of six members
Member State. No Member State shall be allocated more than ninety-six seats.

The European Council shall adopt by unanimity, on the initiative of the European Parliat
and with its consent, a decision establishing the composition of the European Parliar
respecting the principles referred to in the first subparagraph.

3. The members of the European Parliament shall be elected for a term of five yea
direct universal suffrage in a free and secret ballot.

4. The European Parliament shall elect its President and its officers from amon
members. .

An Article 9 B shall be inserted:

Article 9 B

1. The European Council shall provide the Union with the necessary impetus for
development and shall define the general political directions and priorities thereof. It sha
exercise legislative functions.

2. The European Council shall consist of the Heads of State or Government of the Me
States, together with its President and the President of the Commission. The High Repre
tive of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy shall take part in its work.

3. The European Council shall meet twice every six months, convened by its Pres
When the agenda so requires, the members of the European Council may decide eact
assisted by a minister and, in the case of the President of the Commission, by a member
Commission. When the situation so requires, the President shall convene a special mee
the European Council.

4. Except where the Treaties provide otherwise, decisions of the European Council st
taken by consensus.

5. The European Council shall elect its President, by a qualified majority, for a ter
two and a half years, renewable once. In the event of an impediment or serious miscondu
European Council can end the President's term of office in accordance with the
procedure.

6. The President of the European Council:
(a) shall chair it and drive forward its work;

(b) shall ensure the preparation and continuity of the work of the European Council in
cooperation with the President of the Commission, and on the basis of the work of the
General Affairs Council;

(c) shall endeavour to facilitate cohesion and consensus within the European Council;

(d) shall present a report to the European Parliament after each of the meetings of the
European Council.

The President of the European Council shall, at his level and in that capacity, ensure th

The President of the European Council shall not hold a national office.

Wit
prejudice to Article 9 E(2), the members of the Commission shall neither seek nor
instructions from any Government or other institution, body, office or entity. They shall refr
from any action incompatible with their duties or the performance of their tasks.

(c) preserve peace, prevent conflicts and strengthen international security, in accordanc
the purposes and principles of the United Nations Charter, with the principles of
Helsinki Final Act and with the aims of the Charter of Paris, including those relating
external borders;
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(d) foster the sustainable economic, social and environmental development of developing
countries, with the primary aim of eradicating poverty;

(e) encourage the integration of all countries into the world economy, including through the
progressive abolition of restrictions on international trade;

(N help develop international measures to preserve and improve the quality of the
environment and the sustainable management of global natural resources, in order to
ensure sustainable development;

(g) assist populations, countries and regions confronting natural or man-made disasters; an

(d) common procedures for the granting and withdrawing of uniform asylum or subsidi
protection status;

(e) criteria and mechanisms for determining which Member State is responsible
considering an application for asylum or subsidiary protection;

() standards concerning the conditions for the reception of applicants for asylum
subsidiary protection;

(g) partnership and cooperation with third countries for the purpose of managing inflow:s
people applying for asylum or subsidiary or temporary protection.

3. In the event of one or more Member States being confronted by an emergency situ
characterised by a sudden inflow of nationals of third countries, the Council, on a prop
from the Commission, may adopt provisional measures for the benefit of the Member St:
concerned. It shall act after consulting the European Parliament.

Article 63a

1. The Union shall develop a common immigration policy aimed at ensuring, at all sta
the efficient management of migration flows, fair treatment of third-country nationals resic
legally in Member States, and the prevention of, and enhanced measures to combat,
immigration and trafficking in human beings.

2. For the purposes of paragraph 1, the European Parliament and the Council, acti
accordance with the ordinary legislative procedure, shall adopt measures in the following

(a) the conditions of entry and residence, and standards on the issue by Member Ste
long-term visas and residence permits, including those for the purpose of far
reunification;

(b) the definition of the rights of third-country nationals residing legally in a Member St
including the conditions governing freedom of movement and of residence in otl
Member States;
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(c) illegal immigration and unauthorised residence, including removal and repatriation of
persons residing without authorisation;

(d) combating trafficking in persons, in particular women and children.

3. The Union may conclude agreements with third countries for the readmission to their
countries of origin or provenance of third-country nationals who do not or who no longer
fulfil the conditions for entry, presence or residence in the territory of one of the Member
States.

4. The European Parliament and the Council, acting in accordance with the ordinary
legislative procedure, may establish measures to provide incentives and support for the actic
of Member States with a view to promoting the integration of third-country nationals residing
legally in their territories, excluding any harmonisation of the laws and regulations of the
Member States.

5. This Article shall not affect the right of Member States to determine volumes of
admission of third-country nationals coming from third countries to their territory in order to
seek work, whether employed or self-employed.

() the elimination of obstacles to the proper functioning of civil proceedings, if necessar
promoting the compatibility of the rules on civil procedure applicable in th
Member States;

(g) the development of alternative methods of dispute settlement;
(h) support for the training of the judiciary and judicial staff.

3. Notwithstanding paragraph 2, measures concerning family law with cross-bol
implications shall be established by the Council, acting in accordance with a special legi:
procedure. The Council shall act unanimously after consulting the European Parliament

These regulations shall also determine arrangements for involving the European Parliament at
national Parliaments in the evaluation of Eurojust's activities.

2. In the prosecutions referred to in paragraph 1, and without prejudice to Article 69 E,
formal acts of judicial procedure shall be carried out by the competent national officials.

Article 69 E

1. In order to combat crimes affecting the financial interests of the Union, the Council, by
means of regulations adopted in accordance with a special legislative procedure, may establisl
European Public Prosecutor's Office from Eurojust. The Council shall act unanimously afte
obtaining the consent of the European Parliament.

In the absence of unanimity, a group of at least nine Member States may request that the dra
regulation be referred to the European Council.
